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About the property

The accommodation comprises of a secure shared entrance hallway, with
the only other flat in the property, which then has a doorway leading to the
private staircase. The space is larger than most flats in the area, offering
living, cooking and dining space on the first floor; bedrooms, storage
(including walk in wardrobe) and bathroom on the second floor, really
offering the feel of a house.

The stairs provide access to the spacious 18' sitting room which is a light
room with a lovely feature fireplace. The adjacent kitchen is fitted with a
range of smart base and wall units, brand new gas hob and space for
various appliances including a washing machine and fridge/freezer. On the
second floor, the landing has a large storage cupboard and provides access
to the two lovely double bedrooms, one with a walk in wardrobe. A
spacious family bathroom completes this floor and is fitted with a corner

bath as well as a shower cubicle. The loft is well insulated and part boarded.

The apartment has been refurbished throughout and benefits from having
mostly new carpets, the electrics checked in 2022, an annual gas safety
certificate in December 2025 and a new Combi boiler installed in 2023 with
7 year guarantee. The current owners purchased the property due to the
large amount of accommodation offered across the two floors, the solid
soundproof building and advantage of having only two flats in the building
and therefore no noise disturbance.

The property is currently one Freehold property, but during the sales
process the sellers will look to amend the title to be a share of the freehold
with no ground rent or service charge.

Amenities

The historic market town of Faringdon, dating back at least to the 12th
century, has a thriving community and amenities such as the Leisure
Centre, Library, Faringdon Community College, The ElIms and Folly View
primary schools as well as The Old Station Nursery, doctors’ and dentists’
surgeries and The Place Family Centre. Buses travel from the town to
private schools at Abingdon. The town now boasts three large
supermarkets.

Faringdon is also ideally positioned for the A420, leading to the A34, M40
and M4 and mainline railway services from Swindon, Oxford, Oxford
Parkway and Didcot Parkway. There is a frequent bus service through the
town from Swindon to Oxford and back, linking to rail services and airports.

The Tower on Folly Hill was built by Lord Berners in 1935 and affords
panoramic views across four counties. For over 20 years, the town has
been twinned with Le Méle-sur-Sarthe in France and more recently with
Konigstein im Taunus in Germany. In 2004, Faringdon became the first
Fairtrade town in the South East of England.
