The updated accommodation is accessed with steps from the street into an entrance hall with parquet tile floor
leading into the comfortable sitting room with a natural stone feature fireplace, tall windows to the front, and a
ceiling beam together with two alcove recesses. The very smart kitchen/dining room has a range of blue shaker
style base cupboards under 'maneuverer' work surfaces, including a central island that incorporates an integrated
oven and induction hob. A very useful walk-in pantry is next to a downstairs cloakroom. At the far end of the
kitchen/dining room is a utility room with a window to the side elevation.

At first floor level, is an airing cupboard with plenty of storage. Bedroom three is a double that has a fireplace
feature plus three quarter length double windows that open onto a roof garden. The bathroom suite features a
built in three quarter length bath with a chrome thermostatic shower. Bedroom two is also a good size double and
has a feature fireplace and a stone mullion window to the front. The staircase then leads up into the top
floor/master bedroom with a dormer window to the front, exposed beams in the vaulted ceiling and a Velux
window to the rear.

Tetbury, often referred to as the gateway to the Cotswolds, and once voted by Country Life magazine as the third
most desirable town in the country, is a thriving historic Cotswold market town situated less than half an hour from
both the M4 and M5 motorways and within easy reach of Cirencester, Cheltenham, Bath, Bristol and Swindon.
